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LESSON PLAN: SPEED MEETING 
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	Why?
Make students aware that homosexual people have the same rights as heterosexuals,
Reduce the scale of hatred / dislike to LGBT people


	
	What?
A change of attitudes towards the acceptance which is associated with the change of students' mentality. Entering and playing hypothetical situations allows one to "empathize" with the roles of people discriminated against because of their different sexual orientation.


	
	How? 
Workshop at expert tables. Discussion in groups. Feedback from observers and teacher.



	Topic:

	SPEED MEETING;  what should everyone know about fast acquiring of knowledge in the course of discussion.


	School:

	Lower secondary


	Age group:

	12-15

	Duration:

	45 minutes


	Participants:

	Class: 5 students are interviewers, 6 students answer questions; 5 students are observers; if  the group is bigger, the rest of the class can be neutral observers and move freely around the class.


	Place: 

	Classroom/ school hall
Variant 1:  During the lesson students take their chairs to the empty school hall and there the workshop is conducted.
Variant 2:  5 desks  with 3 chairs are set in different parts of the classroom. Chairs: 1 for expert, one for student and 1 for observer. Students can move freely around the class.


	Relevant background information:

	Students are divided into three groups: experts, observers and students. There should be 16 participants (5 as interviewers, 6 as interviewees; 5 as observers, if the group is bigger, the rest of the participants can be neutral observers moving freely around the classroom.) Questions are put on the expert's table (in a form of cards). Students have to look at the questions written on those cards and look for answers in order to discuss with an expert.  After completing the task all observers, basing on what they have noticed, deliver different point of view on what happened during the workshop.


	Teaching strategy:

	observation of students, entering the interaction, insight into a group process, collective, individual and group work (three people in a group)


	1. Conditions:  
internet/ smartphones; multimedia presentations; access to computers



	2. Content/theme:
SPEED MEETING. 
Every “student” has 6 minutes  to ask question to the guest/”expert” and then he/she changes the table clockwise and talks with another guest similarly the same as it takes place at real speed-meeting. The teacher gives mark for a change. Observers also changes the table,  counter clockwise, to keep the diversity of interactions and observations. Observers sit at the expert and student’s table and listen to the whole conversation. They collect information and write it down. After completed round of meetings experts, students and observers share with their observations, conclusions and reflections. 
The presence of a doctor and a teacher isn't pointless although their sexual orientation is not relevant for the exercise. The idea is to use those authorities to empower the acceptance of LGBT environment. It can also blunt the negative stereotype of a homosexual person. But in general the choice of experts is free, you can choose those people whose participation may be beneficial for your students.

	1. Handing in the  material set (hard copy); Cards with questions and probable answers- when students have some difficulties in finding their own answers (for 5 groups: 1 minute).
2. The answers that can be found of the cards are based on reliable information derived from scientific articles.

	1. Students' task at home is to prepare themselves to discuss the topic of LGB environment. 
2. Students find information about LGB environment on their own.
3. Students divide into three groups: experts, observers and students
4. Students discuss the given topic.

	1. Students' smartphones
2. Methods:
· descriptive: information on the course of the workshop and students’ roles
· visual: internet/ smartphones; multimedia presentations 

	· student can:
define the basic human rights contained in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
· student can:
decide which actions can be regarded as homophobic;
recognise what causes homophobic attitudes and how to avoid them;
· student can distinguish between aggressive, assertive and submissive attitude.
Students understand the meaning of legal responsibility connected with every utterance. He or she encourages friends to declare themselves against aggression and violence aimed at people with different than their sexual orientation.
· Students have the possibility to ask questions and obtain credible information.
· This is reflective time for thinking over ;
 

	
	
	3.Watching the time designed for discussion groups (6 minutes for every group, 5x 6 minutes gives 30 minutes for this stage)
4. Encouraging students to group work.
	
	3. Forms of work: collective, individual and group work (three people in a group)

	· formulating the statement that a member of the LGBT environment has equal rights
· Students can answer the question: “how and why this workshop has changed their point of view?” as a form of conclusion.
